GIAA Awarded FAA Grant Funding for Roofing Systems, Apron and Taxiway

The Federal Aviation Administration awarded the GIAA 
$21.4M in grant funding under the competitive Airport Ter-
minals Program, for the main terminal roofing systems. This 
critical project involves replacement of the entire terminal 
roof and provision of approximately 1.6 megawatts of re-
newable energy under a solar power concept. 

GIAA was awarded $31.1M in Federal Aviation Administra-
tion competitive grant funding toward the GIAA Terminal 
Aircraft Apron and Taxiway Rehabilitation Project. This pro-
ject will improve the safety of aircraft parking and taxiway 
areas. Plans are underway for a groundbreaking ceremony 
in March 2024.
