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GIAA Master Plan Update

GIAA Hosts Juan M. Guerrero Elementary School Dolphins

GIAA’s Master Plan consultants, AECOM, were on island to hold a sec-
ond series of stakeholder workshops to continue to refine and devel-
op GIAA’s Master Plan. AECOM is conducting a comprehensive study 
of Guam’s only commercial airport that will identify short-, medium-, 
and long-term development plans to meet Guam’s future aviation de-
mand. The study includes needs determination, stakeholder involve-
ment, environmental considerations, inventory of existing conditions, 
aviation forecasts, facility requirements, alternative development and 
evaluation, airport layout plan, facilities implementation plan, and finan-
cial feasibility analysis.
