GIAA Attends National Level Exercise 2024
GIAA Executive Manager, John “JQ” M. 
Quinata and personnel from the Engineer-
ing Division and the Management Informa-
tion Systems Section attended the National 
Level Exercise on April 24, 2024, at the RI-
HGA Royal Laguna Guam Resort. The exer-
cise, organized by the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency (FEMA), is a two-year 
cycle of selected exercises that tests the 
operational capabilities, policies, plans and 
communication strategies of all levels of the 
government, the private sector, non-govern-
ment organizations, and community groups. 
This year’s exercise scenario involved the 
impact of a large hurricane on the Hawaiian 
islands and cyber-attacks in Guam, both of 
which would complicate the supply chain is-
sues caused by damage at Honolulu Harbor.
